We are pleased to let you know that our Year 5 and 6 Summer Term school trip will be to the London Science
Museum in June. The children will enjoy a whole day visit to the world-famous Science Museum in London.

The children will be accompanied by their class teachers and LSAs at all times on the trip. We anticipate
arriving at the museum for 10:00am and leaving at approximately 2:30pm.

On the day, the children will need to wear school uniform like normal, with suitable footwear for a whole day
on their feet. They will need to bring a packed lunch and keep it in a named disposable bag that they can carry
themselves. The children will be able to safely store these in the dining area, as we get in to the museum in
the morning. Please also make sure your child brings a named water bottle on the day. For those that are
eligible for Free School Meals, please contact the office if you would like the school provide a packed lunch,
no later than 4" June.

The coach will leave Priory at approximately 8:10am and we are aiming to return to school by 4:00pm, traffic
permitting. The pupils should be dropped off at 8:00am and we will keep parents updated on the estimated time
of arrival. Once pupil numbers have been finalised, we will be able to offer additional places to volunteer
parent helpers. We will advise you of this nearer the time via email.

Sadly, trips of this nature are only possible with your generous voluntary contributions. W e advise the
price per pupil for this awe-inspiring trip is £18.50.
